Energy Matters meeting 19 August 2008 at Sam’s house.
Agenda created at meeting, included topics:

Wind generation, catch up from OS forum, debrief of that day, summaries of OS day, dotProject and its role, Digester, community building, supermarket down – need for van, students refining their area of research. All these were covered in an overlapping manner.

Points noted:

· Set up a Google group – for energy forum

· Alternatively – set up dotProject – some able to change text, others read only access

· When all notes have been transcribed and put on our website – I will send out email to all who attended OS forum to prioritise – send them a table to fill in

· Showcase community building – retrofitting and energy generating – improving efficiency of building -demonstration of what possible to community. Selling power back to grid – a potential money earner?
· EECA application  for grant due 1 Sept - wind
· Aim to get companies to put in their products at cost – or for free. Steve will help with contacts

· Meridian putting in two way meters (smart meters?)

· Velux were approached ages ago (double glazed skylights) – maybe approach again with whole stable of sustainable energy products – better prospect for them. Have tour guide for building – in conjunction with guides from Farmers Market to community gardens

· Steve member of Architect Designers NZ – how could they be involved? Maybe they would have power in bringing in sponsors. Steve will seed idea

· HERS rating

· BRANZ, funding sources

· Check with CCC to see how open they are to changes to the building – e.g. larger windows for solar gain

· Wind: 1 – 5 medium sized wind turbines –over say at Gebbies Pass. Expensive $1m each – say $3m required – how raise money – issue people invest $250 - $20,000 max, one vote each. Attractions – paid annual dividend 5.5 – 6% returned each year. 25 years initial capital back. Payoff greenhouse emissions (from the steel etc that is in the windturbine) is paid back in about 6 months. Need 6 m/sec wind, ideal 10m/sec. System been used a lot in Europe . The dividend model has been done – don’t reinvent the wheel, can be replicated. Potential sites – what is the annual wind speed, proximity to grid, what kind of power lines – students may do map of wind speed. Gary Broker – Margaret to connect – re who has the data in Harbour already collected.
· Bio Digester. Details of how it works – see details on dotProject and shortly (when Chris puts up) on www.Lyttelton.net.nz . Query re meat content of restaurant waste – Margaret to find this out. Could heat the swimming pool.
· Geog students need someone available – will know by Thurs pm – Fri/Sat/Sun to put measurement equip on community building roof

· Steve giving students source of data in Lyttelton – other than the LPC

· Getting existing plans so far re downstairs of community building.

· Center a meter. Maybe $5 per week – see how demand goes – may buy more
