Using Lyttelton Harbour Basin sewage as a resource 
· currently treated sewage is discharged into the harbour. This is very high in nutrients. Bacterial count is safe

· this situation is currently under review by CCC

· treated sewage could be used to irrigate land/crops (not considered safe to get into the food chain)

· one crop could be cane willow which can be refined into ethanol, a biofuel

· other options could be native regeneration e.g. on Quail Island (carbon credits?)

· winter storage is needed

· PL could possibly look into how much public support there is for this idea

· Land for the crop could be a joint venture with local farmers (Teddington hills area), purchased by CCC, or a private venture
